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The library system currently provides downloadable audio titles and eBook titles (together referred to as eMedia) in partnership with OverDrive.  The following are basic policies for borrowing these materials.  Specific procedures may be found on the library’s eMedia site.  
1. Eligible customers may have up to 5 eMedia titles checked out at any given time.

2. The default lending period for all eMedia titles is 7 days.  However, customers have the option to choose a lending period of 7 or 14 days.
· Customers may select the lending period on a title-by-title basis during the checkout process. 

· Customers may set personalized default lending period(s) on a format-by-format basis on the Lending Periods page of the eMedia site.
3. Due to publisher licensing agreements, eMedia titles cannot be returned early. They will automatically be returned at the end of the lending period.

4. EMedia titles cannot be renewed, but customers may check them out again if they are available when their original checkout expires.
