>A History of Activism  

Northeast Oklahoma City is a historically Black 

neighborhood with a rich history of political and 

social activism. Trailblazers like Roscoe Dunjee 

helped pave the way for Black Americans in 

Oklahoma by fighting against racial segregation 

in the early part of the twentieth century. He was 

also the founder of the Black Dispatch, the Okla-

homa City chapter of the NAACP, and served as 

president of the National Negro Business League. 

The historic Deep Deuce community served as a 

center for Black culture and commerce in the 

1930’s and 40’s, though much of the area was 

bulldozed in the 1960’s to make way for I-235. 

Community activism continued into the Civil 

Rights era, with leaders such as Clara Luper, E. 

Melvin Porter and Hannah Atkins. Groups like 

the NAACP, Urban League and Black Muslims 

remain active in the community to this day.
