PACING - Fast. Action often starts on the first page, sometimes in a
prologue, and continues relentlessly at breakneck speed, driven by the
danger to the heroine and frequent plot twists.

STORY LINE - Edgy tales of suspense combine with sensuously explicit
romance in these blended stories. Story lines may

CHARACTERIZATION - Told from the threatened heroine’s point of view. Heroines are increasingly
resourceful and independent, and their survival usually depends on their own skill, with minimal help from
the hero.

FRAME/SETTING - Intriguing, detailed backgrounds and exotic setting often frame these stories.
TONE/MOOD - A sense of uneasiness prevails even in quitter moments and affects the tone of these
novels.

STYLE/LANGUAGE - Shares similarities with Romances, as a smart dialogue and witty repartee, along with
sensual descriptions, characterize and style. Strong language and explicit sexual descriptions are also

commaon.
